◊ Toilet articles - facecloths, deodorant, toothbrush, toothpaste, shampoo, soap, brush or comb – Please use environmentally 

friendly soaps and shampoos i.e. Biodegradable (glycerine based and phosphate free) and unscented. Perfumed products attract 
mosquitoes. Using these will help to preserve the Lake Lovering waters and the environment. This awareness is part of the Wilvaken experience.

◊ Kleenex , sunscreen (SPF 30), mosquito repellent (no aerosol please), sanitary needs and any other things your child might normally 
use

●ALL PERSONAL ITEMS SHOULD BE MARKED (camera, tennis racquet, Cds, musical instruments etc.)
●PLEASE DO NOT BRING VALUABLE JEWELLERY, MONEY, GAME BOYS, CELLULAR PHONES, GHETTO BLASTERS, HAIR
